We want to be that person that otherswill come to and 
ask for advice. The video feeds we watch are full of people offering words of wis‐
dom on almost any subject. Wisdom defined is the quality of having experience, 
knowledge, and good judgment. We all want to be wise. 

 

        In the first chapter of the leƩer of James, we find a wonderful promise from 
God, the giŌ of wisdom. “If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives 
to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him.” (James 1:5) How‐
ever, there are condiƟons to be met while peƟƟoning the Lord concerning wisdom. 
We must ask in faith, without doubƟng (v. 6). If we are “wishy-washy” in our asking, 
then we ought not to expect to be any wiser. (v. 7) The value of wisdom is known 
even in secular circles. Many of the great thinkers throughout history have com‐
mented on the merit of being wise. Of course, the best source for guidance con‐
cerning wisdom is found in the bible.

Do not forget, nor turn away from the words of my mouth.
