Sermon: When Does the Holy Spirit Leave a Person? 

 

Acts 2:38 (The only way we get the Holy Spirit as a gift is at baptism for the 
forgiveness of our sins) 
Judges 16:20 & 1 Sam. 16:14 (Examples of times the Holy Spirit stopped 
giving gifts to God's people) 
Ezekiel 10:18-19 (Example of the Holy Spirit leaving the temple of God 
when it became polluted by sin) 
1 Cor. 3:16 & 6:19 (Christians called the "temple of God" by Paul because 
He indwells them after baptism) 
Malachi 3:6 (God does not change, He acts the same today as 3,000 years 
ago) 
Rom. 8:26 (Holy Spirit helps our prayers to God) 
John 16:7-11 (Holy Spirit helps guide us concerning sin and righteousness) 
Rom. 8:11 & Eph. 1:13-14 (The Holy Spirit's presence is our seal and prom-
ise that God will raise us to eternal life) 
John 5:28-29 (All will be raised after death, but raised to either life or 
judgement) 
Rev. 20:11-15 (All will be judged, but those in Book of Life will get life they 
don't deserve instead of death they deserve) 
Rom. 3:23 & 6:23 (Everyone who can sin, has sinned and deserves death 
to be their judgment) 
Rev. 3:5 (Names in the Book of Life can be blotted out) 
Exod. 32:32-33 (Names blotted out are opposite of those forgiven, binary 
choice) 
Num. 15:29-31 (Only two types of sin, "unintentional" and "defiant," unin-
tentional can be forgiven and defiant can't/won't) 
1 John 5:15-17 (Only two types of sin reiterated in New Testament - defi-
ant still not forgiven) 
1 Cor. 6:9-11 (Hope for defiant sinners only if they stop the sin) 
2 Peter 3:9 (God gives time to sinners to stop sinning and seek forgiveness 
bc He doesn't want any to perish) 
Rom. 11:28-36 (God will always back His people, even if fallen away for 
defiant sin, if they stop the sin and come back to Him) 
1 John 1:7 (Those who return to walking in the light are cleansed from all
