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The Foundations of Our Faith: Part 2 - The Gospel 

 
Now that we have proved there must be a God and the Bible possesses the 
requisite proof to be impossible unless divinely inspired, what does the Bi-
ble tell us? It contains the Gospel! 
The "Gospel" means the "good news." And for there to be good news, there 
must also be bad news... 
The Bad News 
Rom. 3:23 (All have sinned, all who can sin, meaning all who can understand 
the difference between right and wrong and have chosen wrong) 
Rom. 6:23 (The wages/outcome/reward of sin, one single sin, is death. But if 
all have sinned, and sin gives death, why is anyone alive?) 
Rev. 21:8 (The death that God decrees sinners receive is not physical but the 
spiritual second death, being locked in the lake of fire forever) 
The Good News 
2 Pet. 3:9 & 1 Tim. 2:3-4 (We are blessed that God does not want anyone to 
perish but everyone ever to be saved) 
Matt. 19:26 & Isa. 59:1-2 (We also do not want to perish but there is noth-
ing we can do to save ourselves. However, nothing is impossible for God and 
He can save us. But if God wants to save us and can save us, why isn't every-
one saved?) 
The Problem 
Isa. 30:18 (God is not just a God of love and power, also justice. He wants to 
give us grace - a reward we do not deserve - but will respect our freewill 
until we show Him we do desire Him to give us that grace. However, justice 
requires that a human death pay for human sins from the first two points 
and is still outstanding. How this gets resolved will be answered below) 
Good News Continued 
Eph. 2:8 (We are saved from the reward we deserve, death, by getting the 
reward we do not deserve, life. That "grace" comes through faith, how we 
show God we desire His grace) 
Rom. 10:17, John 1:1-3,14 (We do not get to choose how we show God we 
want His grace, He gives us directions for how to show that , called "faith," 
through His Word. Christ is the Word of God made flesh Who became Jesus 
the Son) 
Jam. 1:22, 2:17 (Directions for faith, like all directions, are useless unless 
they are put into obedient action) 
Acts 2:38-39, Matt. 28:18-20 (The directions that Christians have received 
under their covenant are to be baptized for the forgiveness of their sins in 
the Name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit and then to obey all else Jesus, 
the Word of God, commands them) 
Rev. 2:10 (Christians do not obey these commands for just some time, but 
until they die to receive the crown of life. If they stop short and quit, they 
will not receive it) 
Solving the Problem 
Rom. 6:1-7, 16 (Isaiah 30:18 showed us that God is a God of justice, and the 
justice that needed paid for our human sins was a human death. This justice 
is satisfied through baptism, where the physical and literal death, burial, 
and resurrection of Christ is spiritually and figuratively applied to us)
