Notes:

Prophecy in Scripture - Clarity in Accordance With God's Designs

Prophecy is not a maƩer for anyone's personal interpretaƟon (2 Peter 1:20-
21), but God always has a specific meaning for each one. Some would be 
clear to those who are looking forward to them and awaiƟng them, while 
others would be hidden. God has always chosen to make His prophecies 
understandable at the Ɵme, or not, while they can all be understood in 
hindsight. We see God describe these two different ways that He gives 
prophecies in Numbers 12:1-8

Some were very straighƞorward so that God's people would understand 
what was happening and would not lose hope:   Gen. 15:13-16 (Abraham 
400 years from descendants being born unƟl freedom and brought to their 
land - 1846 unƟl 1446 B.C.) Deut. 18:18-19 & John 1:21,45 (God would raise 
a future prophet like Moses in the future from amongst the Israelites)         
Jer. 25:11 & Dan. 9:1-6 (The Jews would go to Babylon for 70 years - from 
first deportaƟon in 610 unƟl release from Babylon in 540 B.C.)Isaiah 7:14 
(Messiah would be born of a virgin) Micah 5:2 (The Messiah would be born 
in Bethlehem) 

So why didn't God make all of His propheƟc promises this easy to 
understand and track?                                                                                                  
Gen. 3:15 (The Seed promise to Satan about the single Male Descendant of 
Eve Who would crush his head but bruise His heel doing so) Rev. 12:1-5 & 
MaƩ. 2:1-12, 16-18 (Satan was aƩempƟng to destroy the Christ before He 
could destroy Satan because he remembered what God told him) 

But we can perfectly see God's prophecies with our hindsight:                            
Isaiah 9:6 & Jer. 23:5-6 (The Messiah was always going to be God Himself)    
Isa. 29:18, 35:5-6 & Exo. 4:11 (The Messiah would be idenƟfiable by doing 
certain acƟons that no one else in human history every did or will do - heal 
blind, deaf, mute)Dan. 9:24-27 (The Messiah would come before the Temple 
and Jerusalem were destroyed by the Romans in 70 A.D.)Isa. 52:13-53:1-12 
& Zech. 12:10 & Psa. 22:6,16-18 (The Messiah would become sin for 
humanity, be afflicted more than any man, and ulƟmately killed by 
crucifixion)Psa. 16:10-11 & 18:1-6, 46-50 (God was always going to raise His 
Messiah from the dead)                                                                                            
God wrote it so that it would be missed while happening and perfectly 
plain in hindsight                                                                                                         
1 Cor. 2:6-16 & 1 Peter 1:10-12 & Luke 24:19-27, 44 (God phrased these 
things, and thusly hid them from everyone, so that Satan, nor anyone he 
influenced, would not derail the eternal plan of salvaƟon)
